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Affordable Housing Provisions
To Stimulate National Economy

 A coalition of aff ordable housing advocates throughout 
the state, led by the California Housing Partnership Corp. 
(CHPC), is identifying measures that would stimulate the 
national and California economy.  President-Elect Obama 
has publicly stated his intent to sign into law a stimulus 
bill, perhaps on the order of $500 billion or more, and has 
reached out to request ideas. The message from Washington 
is that the President–Elect may recommend housing 
stimulus provisions of approximately $25 billion and that he 
would like to sign this bill into law shortly after taking offi  ce 
on January 20th. 

 Twenty-six rental developments with 2,016 units are 
“shovel-ready” for development in the San Diego region 
according to a recent Federation survey.  The total project 
costs are $494 million with a fi nancing gap of $150 million 
primarily due to collapse of the low-income housing tax 
credit investor market. Restarting these developments 
would create over 2,600 construction jobs in the County.  
Without additional funding, only two to fi ve of these 
projects will be underway in 2009.

 State-wide estimates compiled by CHPC suggest that 
there are 326 aff ordable rental housing developments in 
California that are ready to start construction if adequate 
gap funding and tax credit investor equity is available. They 
would provide 27,000 aff ordable homes.

 Advocates believe that unless the federal government 
makes a major investment in aff ordable housing soon, 
hundreds of thousands of housing construction and 
even more construction-related jobs are at serious risk of 
vanishing at a time when we need them more than ever. 
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 According to economists at the National Association 
of Home Builders (NAHB), the development of a typical 
100-unit multifamily apartment complex generates 116 
jobs, $8,670,900 in income from all aff ected industries and 
$3,349,400 in tax revenue (including income, sales and 
property taxes and other assessments) to federal, state and 
local governments.

 A recent Oregon Housing Finance Agency study found 
that for every job created on site, an additional 1.5 jobs are 
created off  site. For every $1 invested in aff ordable housing, 
an additional $10-$15 of economic benefi t was generated 
for the surrounding community.

 The San Diego Housing Federation has called on the 
Obama team to focus on a stimulus plan that will stimulate 
aff ordable housing production in 2009, put people to work, 
and increase the supply of aff ordable housing for families, 
seniors, and other low-income households.

Specifi cally, 

1. Swift action is needed to replace lost tax             

credit equity.  

2. Provide $10 billion in HOME funds nationally 
to increase local funding for stalled new        
construction projects. 

3. Require fi nancial institutions receiving U.S. Treasury 
assistance to meet Community Reinvestment Act 

(CRA) requirements for investing in the creation and 
preservation of aff ordable rental housing in the areas 
they serve. They should also be required to purchase 
Low Income Housing Tax Credits.

4. Increase in the number of Section 8 vouchers 
to compensate for the number of layoff s, reduced 
salaries, and the impact of the mortgage crisis on 
low income renters. Project-based vouchers could 
be used to leverage existing funding to provide 
aff ordable supportive housing for the homeless and 
other low-income groups needing special services.

Program, and $29 million available under the MHP Support-
ive Housing Youth Program.  

 San Diego developers have been successful in drawing 
down these available funds.  Two projects have recently 
won MHP Supportive Housing awards.  In September 2008, 
Squier Properties, Inc., was awarded $5,052,000 in MHSA 
capital and operating subsidies in addition to $200,000 for 
predevelopment costs from the California Housing Finance 
Agency (CalHFA) for 23 supportive housing units at their 65-
unit Cedar Gateway development located downtown at 6th 
and Cedar.  In addition, Cedar Gateway received approval for 
$3,211,191 under the MHP Supportive Housing Program. A 
second project being developed by Townspeople has also 
received $1,727,484 in MHP Supportive Housing funds for 
12 units of supportive housing integrated into a larger af-
fordable housing development in Normal Heights.

 Although state and local governments are grappling with 
budget shortfalls, funding opportunities continue to exist for 
developers interested in developing supportive housing for 
needy individuals and families living in San Diego.  

 Approximately $36 million in capital and operating funds 
is available specifi cally for projects in San Diego County 
under the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) program for 
housing people with mental illness.  In addition, there is 
approximately $21 million still available statewide under the 
Governor’s Homeless Initiative (GHI) that provides funding 
for the development of permanent supportive housing 
for persons with severe mental illness who are chronically 
homeless.  The GHI is a partnership between the California 
Department of Housing and Community Development 
(HCD), the California Housing Finance Agency (CalHFA), and 
the California Department of Mental Health (DMH). 

 Under the California Multifamily Housing Program 
(MHP), there is approximately $35 million left statewide 
under the MHP General Program (Notice of Funding Avail-
ability expected to be released in February 2009), $85 
million statewide under the MHP Supportive Housing

City of SD Recycling
In Effect February 18    

 The City of San Diego’s new Recycling Ordinance 
requires recycling of plastic and glass bottles and jars, paper, 
newspaper, metal containers and cardboard at private resi-
dences, commercial buildings, and at special events requiring 
a City permit. The ordinance aims to reduce recyclables 
entering the Miramar Landfi ll and to extend its life, reduce 
greenhouse gas emissions and meet state recycling mandates.

 For privately-serviced apartment and condominium 
complexes, the ordinance will be phased in over the next 
two years depending on the size of the facility as follows: 

• Eff ective February 18, 2008 -- Apartments and            
condominiums - 100 units or more 

• Eff ective January 1, 2009 -- Apartments and                 
condominiums - 50 units or more 

• Eff ective January 1, 2010 -- All Apartments and          
condominiums 

Property managers and owners are responsible for providing:

Recycling services including: 
• Collection of recyclables at least twice a month 
• Collection of at least plastic and glass bottles and 

jars, paper, newspaper, metal containers, and 
cardboard 

• Designated recycling collection areas 
• Appropriate recycling containers and signage as 

specifi ed in the Recycling Container and Signage 
Guide for City Recycling Ordinance

Education including: 
• Types of materials accepted in recycling program 
• Location of the recycling containers 
• Tenant’s responsibility to comply with the City 

ordinance (Education must be provided annually 
to all tenants, upon move-in, and when there are 
changes to the program.)

Match NSP Funds with Healthy Homes Grants

 HUD’s Offi  ce of Healthy Homes and Lead Hazard Control 
(OHHLHC) is encouraging state and local jurisdictions 
applying for Neighborhood Stabilization (NSP) funds to also 
seek funding for the lead safety requirements at the same 
time.  By combining Lead Hazard Control grant funds with 
NSP funds, the housing agencies can keep homes healthy 
using HUD’s Healthy Homes principles that are designed to 
keep homes dry, safe, well-ventilated, pest-free, contami-
nant-free, clean and well-maintained.

 Typically, Lead Hazard Control Grants must be used 
in occupied units.  NSP allocations are targeted for vacant 
properties.  Combining the two grants allows for the lead 
hazard control program to be used for vacant properties 

intended to be used as housing for low income households, 
HUD announced in a memo. 

 Eligible state and local governments have submitted 
plans to HUD on how they will use their share of the $3.92 
billion in NSP funds authorized by this summer’s Housing 
and Economic Recovery Act.  In San Diego County, three 
jurisdictions were eligible for specifi c NSP grants – City of 
San Diego, County of San Diego, City of Chula Vista. Other 
jurisdictions will apply for NSP funds directly from the state.

CSH Offers Trainings for
Housing Homeless Vets

 Based on recent events including the allocation nation-
ally of 10,000 HUD-VASH vouchers in 2008 (105 to San Diego), 
there is an increased momentum around the development 
and operation of permanent supportive housing for homeless 
veterans.

Grants for Emergency Repairs 
Available for Senior Apartments

 The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment (HUD) provides grant funds to make emergency 
capital repairs to non-profi ts for their senior multifamily 
housing. Approximately $9.5 million in grant funds are 
available for the emergency capital repairs that relate to 
items that present an immediate threat to the health, safety, 
and quality of life of the elderly tenants. 

 The intent of these grants is to provide one-time as-
sistance for emergency items that could not be absorbed 
within the project’s operating budget and other project 
resources, and where the tenants’ continued occupancy in 
the immediate near future would be jeopardized by a delay 
in initiating the proposed cure. The notice provides instruc-
tions for owners of multifamily projects to request funding 
and instructions for the HUD fi eld offi  ces to process requests.

Rental Assistance Rules Defi ned For Domestic Violence Victims 

 The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment (HUD) has issued an interim rule to conform its regula-
tions regarding public housing and Section 8 to the Violence 
Against Women Act (VAWA). VAWA, originally passed in 1994 
and amended in 2005, is designed to decrease violence 
against women and to protect the safety and confi dentiality 
of victims of domestic violence and abuse. The amendments 
to VAWA extend statutory protections to victims of domestic 
and dating violence, sexual assault, and stalking. 
 

 Under the new HUD rule, these protections pertain to 
families applying for or receiving rental assistance under 
HUD’s public housing and Section 8 programs. The regula-
tion will become eff ective on December 29, and public 
comments are due by January 27, 2009. The rule can be 
viewed at:

routine task. This is a key opportunity to tell the story of 
your organization’s impact to the world: make full use 
of it. 

4.  A new section is Part VI of the revised form Gov-

ernance, Management, and Disclosure that asks 
about the organization’s board structure, policies, and 
practices. Examples: whether your organization has a 
confl ict of interest policy, whether it posts its 990 on 
its website, and whether there was an annual com-
pensation review for the executive director and other 
key employees that included a review by independent 
persons, the use of comparable salary data and other 
factors. 

5.  The expanded scrutiny of employee, director, and 

contractor compensation requires that full compen-
sation be disclosed for all key employees and current 
board members. It also asks whether the organization 
paid a former board member or key employee more 
than $100,000 in the prior year. And, the organization 
must disclose its fi ve highest paid employees and inde-
pendent contractors making more than $100,000. 

6.  Part IX, the Statement of Functional Expenses, is still 
the place readers will fi nd out how much of every 
dollar your organization spent last year on your non-
program activities: fundraising and management. It is 
important not to overstate these overhead costs due to 
poor accounting allocation methods. We recommend: 
Board members should ensure that fi nance staff  or con-
tractors have appropriately classifi ed both direct and 
shared costs across the core functions of the organiza-
tion. 

 The IRS is allowing for a rolling adoption of the new form 
depending on current organizational revenue and asset size.

 Federal Form 990 from the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) 
is like a tax return for nonprofi ts, but since nonprofi ts are 
tax-exempt, it’s called an “information return.”  It has been 
substantially revised for the fi scal years ending in 2008 and 
in the future. The issues disclosed on the form that especially 
interest the media, potential donors, and the general public 
still include executive compensation and overhead costs. 
With this revised form, the IRS has entered the territory of 
“good governance” as well. 

 In fact, IRS Commissioner Steve T. Miller said, “We have 
pushed to require [new] reporting on how organizations 
are managed. The crown jewel of this eff ort is the gover-
nance section of the revised Form 990, eff ective for 2008.” 
This broader IRS scrutiny means that board members and 
executives of community nonprofi ts should feel even more 
urgency to review and understand what’s being submitted 
each year. 

 Here are six things that you should know about the 
revised nonprofi t tax return. You can fi nd all the details 
about these and other changes and download forms at:

1.  Your organization’s 990 is due four and one-half 
months after the close of your fi scal year: if your fi scal 
year ends June 30 your 990 is due on November 15; if 
your fi scal year ends December 31 it s due May 15, and 
so on. It is very common to obtain an extension of time 
to fi le by submitting Form 8868. This extention allows 
you to use your fi nal audit numbers in completing 
the Form 990. Our recommendation: the Board Chair 
should review and sign the 990, and copies should be 
given to each board member. 

2.  It used to be that most small tax-exempt organiza-
tions -- those with annual gross receipts below $25,000 
-- didn’t have to fi le the 990 annually, but now every 
year they must fi le the new Form 990-N. This “proof of 
life” form will allow for a much more accurate count of 
nonprofi ts and what we do. 

3.  Part III of the new 990 is an expanded Program 

Service Accomplishments section that requires you 
to describe your three largest programs, how much 
you spent on each of them in the prior year, and even 
whether you discontinued any core programs since 
your last fi ling. Our recommendation: don’t just let 
your auditor or bookkeeper complete this section as a 
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National Housing Trust Fund
Allocations Halted Indefi nitely

 In a November 18 report to the Securities and Exchange 
Commission, Fannie Mae reported that, on November 13, 
its new regulator, the Federal Housing Finance Agency, 
required it to stop setting aside or allocating funds for 
the Housing Trust Fund and the Capital Magnet Fund, as 
required by the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 
2008, until further notice. 

 For FY09, these funds, derived from a portion of Fannie 
Mae and Freddie Mac’s new business volume, were to pay 
for potential costs to the Federal Housing Administration’s 
new Hope for Homeowners foreclosure prevention program. 
The original legislation requires that in FY10, funds from 
increased volume are to be split between the Housing Trust 
Fund and Capital Magnet Funds.

 The National Low Income Housing Coalition notes that 
it hopes that, under conservatorship, Fannie and Freddie’s 
fi nancial positions will stabilize so that they can take on new 
business and allocations can continue. 

 There are also provisions in the Economic Stimulus 
recommendations to direct $10 billion in HOME FUNDS 
through the new trust.

Voucher Portability Notice Issued

 HUD’s Offi  ce of Public and Indian Housing has issued a 
notice regarding portability procedures for the Housing Choice 
Voucher program. Portability allows voucher-holders to move 
to other jurisdictions and keep their vouchers. The notice refers 
to mobility as “one of the key features of the program” and 
focuses specifi cally on the denial of requests to move. 

 The notice makes clear that portability moves can be 
denied only because of a household’s noncompliance with 
voucher program rules. The notice also relays penalties for 
public housing authorities (PHAs) that improperly deny porta-
bility requests.

 According to the notice, legitimate reasons for the 
denial of portability include:
• The household is a non-resident applicant to the originat-

ing jurisdiction or has not lived in the initial jurisdiction for 
12 months. 

• The household is an applicant for a voucher and is not 
income-eligible in the area in which they wish to initially 
lease a unit. 

• The PHA’s policies on timing and frequency of moves 
would be violated. 

• The PHA does not have suffi  cient funding for continued assistance. 

 HUD’s last notice on the voucher program’s portability 
procedures was published in July 2004, amidst HUD’s assault 
on the voucher program’s funding distribution system. HUD

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Federal Programs for Addressing

 Housing costs constitute the single biggest expendi-
ture in most family budgets, and many low-income families 
have diffi  culty fi nding housing they can reasonably aff ord. 
Although most family-strengthening and community change 
initiatives recognize the urgency of the housing problem, 
they often have diffi  culty addressing them. 

 This new primer demystifi es federal rental assistance 
programs and provides the most current information 
available on how many (and who) they serve and how their 
scale is changing. It also summarizes key challenges facing 
housing policy—challenges that may create opportunities 
for federal, state, and local engagement and innovation.

EIC Outreach Toolkits

 With the tax season quickly approaching, low-income 
workers can receive much-needed income. The Earned 
Income Credit (EIC) is now worth as much as $4,824 for 
low-wage workers with two or more children. In addition, 
millions of low-income working families will qualify for the 
Child Tax Credit (CTC) of up to $1,000 for each qualifying 
child under age 17. 

 The Center on Budget and Policy Priorities (CBPP) has 
launched the EIC/CTC Campaign to educate families about 
these opportunities. To aid organizations that work with low-
income families, CBPP has created a Tax Credit Community 
Outreach Campaign Kit with new information on both the 
EIC and CTC and how to promote these tax benefi ts. More 
information is available at:
