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Economic Recovery Law Includes
Stimulus for Affordable Housing

 After weeks of uncertainty and aggressive eff orts to 
urge policy makers to include resources that would both 
stimulate the economy and simultaneously off er more 
housing opportunities for low income residents, the $787 
billion American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 
has been signed into law.  

 There are several provisions in the giant stimulus 
package that will impact the creation and rehabilitation 
of aff ordable homes.  There are also funds for additional 
programs and services for the homeless, for those who risk 
losing their homes to foreclosure, and for the owners of 
housing that receives project-based Section 8.

 One of the biggest concerns of aff ordable housing 
advocates was that there be some way to fi ll the enormous 
gaps left in aff ordable housing fi nance by the collapse of the 
low income housing tax credit market.  

 Thanks to creative strategies (including some developed 
by California advocates), the Low Income Housing Tax 
Credit (LIHTC) program will receive an infusion of funds 
from the stimulus. The Secretary of the Treasury is directed 
to make grants to each State’s housing credit agency in lieu 
of housing credits. In essence, this provision permits the 
State to exchange up to 40% of its 2009 credits, and prior-
year returned credits, for a federal grant worth 85% of the 
exchanged credits. 

 In addition, the stimulus legislation makes available 
$2.25 billion to State housing credit agencies nationwide 
to distribute competitively to Low Income Housing Tax

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Father Joe’s Opens
Downtown High-rise

 A new-construction high-rise at 16th and Market in downtown 
San Diego was opened last month by Father Joe’s Villages.  The $73 
million 12-story project includes 136 one, two and three-bedroom 
apartments for low-income families and individuals earning 30 
to 60% AMI.  Seven units are reserved for households with one 
or more special needs adults.  There are 16 different apartment 
confi gurations, each with a balcony and view.  There are outdoor    
recreation areas on the 2nd and 12th fl oors.  The project was 
developed on land owned by Father Joe’s Villages and helps 
Ballpark Village fulfi ll their inclusionary housing requirement.

SDHC Receives Grants for 
Self Suffi ciency Program

 The U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development 
(HUD) awarded $5.2 million to 49 California housing agencies to 
fund locally-operated Family Self-Suffi  ciency (FSS) programs. Of 
these grants, the San Diego Housing Commission (SDHC) received 
$396,000 – the highest allocation in the state. The funding will 
enable SDHC to continue to help clients of aff ordable housing 
programs gain the training and job skills needed to achieve 
economic independence.

 SDHC’s FSS program serves individuals participating in SDHC’s 
Rental Assistance Program (formerly known as “Section 8”). In addition 
to providing career development resources, the FSS program also 
helps families save money through “Escrow Savings Accounts.” 

 Normally, under the Rental Assistance program, whenever a 
family’s income rises, the rent portion goes up as well. In the case 
of FSS participants, a portion of that rent increase is deposited into 
the Escrow Savings Account. Once the family meets all the program 
requirements, the funds can be used for asset-building related 
goals such as paying educational expenses, starting a business, or 
purchasing a home.

New Pool, Spa Drain 
Requirements in Effect

 Eff ective December 19, 2008, all public swimming pools 
and spas (including those at apartment communities) must be 
equipped with anti-entrapment main drain covers that comply with 
the ASME/ANSI A112.19.8-2007 performance standard. 

 The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) has 
prioritized its enforcement of The Virginia Graeme Pool and Spa 
Safety Act, which was enacted to prevent death or serious injury 
from entrapment by the strong suction in pool and spa drains. 
The CPSC will focus on what it considers high-risk pool and spa 
operations, such as those that children are most likely to use.  Initial 
enforcement eff orts will be directed at the following where they use 
fl at grate main drains and single main drain systems:

• Baby pools
• Wading pools or pools designed for toddlers
• In-ground spas 

 While the San Diego County Department of Environmental Health 
(DEH), Food and Housing Division does not have authority to enforce the 
new standards retroactively until the federal Act is adopted into state 
law, it will work with operators that submit plans to the department for 
new construction or renovation. More information is available at

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San Diego County Water 
Authority Rate Increases

 The San Diego County Water Authority (SDCWA) 
approved an 11.9% increase in its 2009 wholesale rates 
for treated water. These added costs may be passed on to 
ratepayers by their local water agencies. Starting January 1, 
2009, the overall rate for treated water increased by $82 per 
acre-foot (up to $766 per acre-foot in 2009 from $684 per 
acre-foot in 2008). The rate increase was necessary in order 
to continue to diversify the water supply, improve water 
supply reliability, and complete vital infrastructure projects.

 The exact price jump will vary among retail water 
districts and how each decides to pass through this 
added cost of wholesale water. Nearly all of the county’s 
individual water districts have increased their rates ac-
cordingly and plan to do so for each of the next several 
years. Wastewater rates have also increased in most 
districts throughout the county.

Some increases include:

Otay Water District Increases of 5.2% to 8.9% through 
    2014 (may be more depending on 
    drought conditions).

Helix Water District New three-tiered multifamily rate to
    be voted on this spring for   
    implementation in July.

City of San Diego 6.5% increase approved by City 
    Council plus 8.5% increase to the 
    water commodity fee, plus 
    $0.20-$0.34 per equivalent   
    dwelling unit increase to the base
    fee for meters 1 inch in  diameter or 
    less (more for larger meters). There is
    also a 3.8% increase for a water 
    reclamation demonstration project.

Carlsbad Water District Water rates climbed by 20 percent 
    and sewer rates by 9% for 2009. 
    Wastewater rates also increased.

First MHSA Projects Open in California
Housing Development Corporation of Santa Rosa.  It is a 24-unit 
new construction permanent supportive housing development 
that will serve primarily low-income families, with six units set 
aside for MHSA families.  The total development cost was ap-
proximately $9 million, partially funded through $1.2 million in 
MHSA permanent fi nancing and operating subsidies.  

Garden Street Apartments, developed and operated by Mental 
Health Association in Santa Barbara, is a 50-unit new con-
struction development that includes 12 units of housing for 
low-income individuals, 28 units of supportive housing for 
individuals with disabilities, and 10 units for MHSA adults and 
older adults.  The total development cost was approximately 
$27.7 million, of which $1.5 million was funded through MHSA 
permanent fi nancing and operating subsidies.

 In late 2008, the fi rst three Mental Health Services Act 
(MHSA) projects opened in the state.  The MHSA program off ers 
permanent fi nancing and capitalized operating subsidies for 
the development of permanent supportive housing to serve 
persons with serious mental illnesses who are homeless or at-
risk of homelessness.  

 A joint venture between Tenderloin Neighborhood Devel-
opment Corporation and Citizens Housing Corporation, Polk 
Street Apartments in downtown San Francisco, is a 110-unit new 
construction mixed-use development.  Polk Street Apartments 
will serve low-income seniors.  Fifty units are dedicated to the 
chronically homeless with ten of them dedicated to the MHSA 
older adult population.   The total development cost was nearly 
$33 million of which $1 million was MHSA permanent fi nancing.  

 Vida Nueva Apartments in Rohnert Park, Sonoma County, 
will provide six units of MHSA housing for MHSA adults and 
children.  Vida Nueva is a result of a partnership between 
Burbank Housing Development Corporation and Community

NOFAs Issued for TOD, Infi ll Programs Totaling $292 Million from Prop 1C

NOFA with a maximum of $50 million over the life of the Program.  
Multi-phased projects have higher grant allowances.

 The minimum grant for a Qualifying Infi ll Area is $2 million 
in urban areas and $1 million in rural areas. The maximum grant 
for a Qualifying Infi ll Area is $30 million for this NOFA with a 
maximum of $50 million over the life of the Program. The total 
maximum grant amount shall be limited based on the number 
of units in the Qualifying Infi ll Project or Qualifying Infi ll Area, the 
bedroom count of these units, and the density and aff ordability of 
the housing to be developed. 

 The State will sell General Obligation (GO) Bonds to fund the 
grants. However, the State Treasurer has not sold any GO Bonds 
since late summer 2008 and most expenditures, including those 
already committed, remain frozen. As of now, HCD does not have 
access to any funds or replacement monies to fund commitments 
that may be made through this NOFA. HCD is hopeful that the 
State Treasurer will soon resume the sale of GO Bonds, although 
they have no information on when such a sale may occur.  

 Completed TOD applications must be received by HCD by 
April 2.  Infi ll applications are due April 1.  HCD expects to issue 
awards to successful applicants in June, 2009. For more informa-

 The California Department of Housing and Community De-
velopment (HCD) has announced a Notice of Funding Availability 
of approximately $95 million for the Prop 1C Transit-Oriented 
Development TOD Housing Program and $197 million for Infi ll 
Infrastructure Grants (IIG). 

 IIG funds are for gap funding of infrastructure improvements 
that are an integral part of or are necessary to facilitate the devel-
opment of new infi ll housing for specifi c residential or mixed use 
projects and areas. 

 Funds being off ered through the TOD NOFA are available as 
permanent fi nancing for the development and construction of 
housing and for infrastructure necessary for the development of 
higher density uses within close proximity to a transit station, or 
to facilitate connections between one or more specifi cally identi-
fi ed housing developments and the transit station.

 The maximum TOD loan or grant or combination of the 
two for a single housing development is $17 million. The total 
maximum amount of TOD assistance for applications based on a 
single Qualifying Transit Station and all awards of TOD funds over 
the life of the program is $50 million.

 Infi ll grants are awarded to Qualifying Infi ll Projects and 
Qualifi ed Infi ll Areas. The minimum grant for a Qualifying Infi ll 
Project is $500,000 in urban areas and $250,000 in rural areas. The 
maximum grant for a Qualifying Infi ll Project is $20 million for this 

Solar Incentives Offset Costs for
Existing Multifamily Buildings

 The newest incentive program within the California Solar 
Initiative was launched in February.  Multifamily Aff ordable Solar 
Housing (MASH) is designed to bring the benefi ts of solar photo-
voltaic technology to the low-income community. The program 
will be available to existing multifamily buildings and will signifi -
cantly off set project costs. 

 There are several innovative components of MASH, including 
a new utility tariff  that will allow credits from a solar system to be 
distributed to meters throughout an aff ordable housing complex. 
Another new approach set to launch later this year will allow ap-
plicants to bid for higher incentives through a competitive grant 
proposal format.

Two tax credit rounds are anticipated in 2009 
but the revised due dates haven’t yet been announced.

Services for Mentally Ill Parolees
Funded by Dept. of Corrections

 The California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation 
(CDCR) recently released a Request for Proposals for their new In-
tegrated Services for Mentally Ill Parolee-Clients (ISMIP) program. 
The $10 million RFP announces funds available for providers 
in seven counties, including San Diego,  to off er wrap-around 
services for mentally ill parolees, many of whom are likely to 
become homeless upon release. The RFP, which was fi rst released 
in November 2008, has been revised in response to concerns from 
the Corporation for Supportive Housing, Housing California, the 
California Council of Community Mental Health Agencies, and 
Senators Alan Lowenthal and Darrell Steinberg. 

 The need for improved housing stability and services for those 
exiting prison has been a priority for advocates.  Eff orts have espe-
cially focused on the mentally ill coming out of prison because they 
are excluded from the Mental Health Services Act, have the highest 
recidivism rates, and cost the state the most to imprison. 

 Applications in response to the RFP are due by 3 p.m. March 18.
Interested providers are encouraged to apply. The RFP can 
be found on the state contractor’s website but you will have 
to register as a bidder to view the RFP.

loans, as well as developments currently under construction with 
outstanding bills. 

 “Of all the infrastructure projects funded by the PMIB, homes 
must be a top priority,” said Rob Wiener, executive director of the 
California Coalition for Rural Housing.  “Given the tough economic 
times faced by millions of Californians, we need to build homes to 
live in, not bridges to live under.” 

 The Board approved a resolution consenting to the purchase 
of State General Obligation bonds in private placements on the 
condition that proceeds from the sale of such bonds directly 
fi nance certain projects.  It is expected that the funds received 
from the sale of these bonds would be placed in accounts to 
directly fund projects instead of being used to pay down other 
general obligations of the state.  This means that if you can 
privately place GO bonds for a group of housing developments, 
the PMIB will consent to the sale proceeds being used specifi cally 
for that target group of developments.

 Aff ordable-home builders throughout the state are compiling 
lists of the aff ected aff ordable-home developments for use by the 
California Department of Housing and Community Development 
in ongoing discussions with PMIB  A partial listing of aff ected 
developments is available here:

 Now that the state budget has been adopted it is unclear how 
quickly the state will be able to once again participate in the bond 
market to the extent needed to meet its fi nancing commitments.

TCAC Announces Annual Owners Certifi cation Package  
 The California Tax Credit Allocation Committee (TCAC) has 
announced that the Annual Owners Certifi cation (AOC) Package 
is now available. One submission of the Annual Owners Certifi cation 
Package per property is required for properties in the initial federal 
compliance period as well as those in the extended use period. 

The package is divided into two parts, with two distinct submis-
sion dates, as follows: 

• Part I- Due March 27, 2009 includes: 
 1. Annual Owners Certifi cation (AOC) form, 
 2. Project Ownership Profi le (POP) form.
 
• Part II – Due May 29, 2009 
  (will be available on-line March 31, 2009) includes: 
 1. Annual Operating Expense Report (AOE) and 
 2. New Lender Profi le Form. 

There are three options for submitting Part’s I and II of         
the package:

 More than 30 aff ordable-home developers, lenders, and 
local housing agencies spoke at the February 18 meeting of the 
California Pooled Money Investment Board (PMIB) highlighting 
the magnitude of the state’s infrastructure fi nancing freeze on 
aff ordable home construction. 

 Nonprofi t and for-profi t developers and lenders from 
throughout the state traveled to Sacramento to report on the 
broad and specifi c impacts of the stalled bond funds, including:

• A halt in construction on 50,071 aff ordable rental and for-
sale homes in 792 developments throughout the state.

• 93,400 lost jobs once construction is halted or delayed.
• High monetary penalties for developers (and potentially, 

the state) for failure to repay bank loans on time.
• Millions of additional expenditures for developers (and 

potentially the state) in the form of high interest rates on 
temporary bank loans.

• In the worse case, foreclosure of the aff ordable homes by 
banks who provided construction loans. In a foreclosure 
situation, millions of local and state money already invested 
in homes will be lost and the aff ordable rents or sales prices 
will convert to market rates. Additionally, the state may be 
held liable for millions of dollars in private capital already 
invested in the development. 

 Within the long list of threatened developments, developers 
also suggested that PMIB prioritize completed aff ordable housing 
developments that are waiting for funds to pay off  construction

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TCAC Issues Basis Limits Using County, Regional Data

 In 2008, TCAC implemented a new threshold basis 
limit system utilizing county and regional cost data. This 
data, obtained from the California Tax Credit Allocation 
Committee’s (TCAC’s) database, consists of new construction 
projects that have been awarded tax credits. 

 The current data set consists of a ten-year period from 
1999 - 2008. TCAC staff  added data for projects receiving 

2008 tax credit reservations (both 9% and 4%). These ap-
plication estimates were used until TCAC receives a fi nal 
certifi ed project cost report. The data set was also updated 
with all fi nal project cost certifi cations received during 2008.

Sims Named HUD Deputy 

        Ron Sims, County Executive of King 
County, Washington, has been nominated as 
Deputy Secretary at the U.S. Department of 
Housing and Urban Development (HUD). As 
the Deputy Secretary, Sims will be charged 
with managing HUD’s day-to-day operations, 

a nearly $39 billion annual operating budget and the agency’s 
8,500 employees.

 HUD Secretary Shaun Donovan outlined an ambitious 
agenda for the Department of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment (HUD) at a housing conference hosted by New York 
University in February. 

 While much of the speech focused on the single-family 
market, the new HUD secretary stressed that multifamily 
housing will be a top priority for the department going forward.

 First, Donovan made it clear that the production of new 
aff ordable multifamily housing will be a key component of the 
new administration. “The President will keep his pledge to fund, 
at signifi cant levels this year, the National Housing Trust Fund,” 
said Donovan. “We must begin to build new tools and resources 
particularly focused on the extremely low-income families that 
suff er the most in our rental markets today.”

 Donovan also called for a wide-ranging modernization 
of HUD’s multifamily programs, which have been neglected 
for decades. “When I think of HUD’s programs, it’s as if the 
low-income housing tax credit was never invented, as if the 
evolution of HUD’s programs stopped a generation ago,” said 
Donovan. 

 Sustainability will also be a key focus for Donovan. HUD will 
soon create an Offi  ce of Sustainability. The offi  ce will partner 
with the energy and transportation departments to coordinate 
various city-planning initiatives across the country with an eye 
on climate change issues. 
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HUD Announces Final Rule On Social Security Documentation 

New Market Tax Credits
To Be Awarded by CDFI

 The U.S. Department of the Treasury and the Community 
Development Financial Institutions (CDFI) Fund have 
announced a seventh round of competition for tax credits 
on $3.5 billion of equity investments under the New Markets 
Tax Credit (NMTC) program. This year’s NMTC allocation 
round will include an emphasis on placing investments in 
underserved non-metropolitan communities. The allocation 
application deadline is April 8, 2009.

 “The New Markets Tax Credit Program is a vital tool for 
stimulating private sector investments in low-income com-
munities, and making a real diff erence in the lives of the 
people living in these communities,” said CDFI Fund Director 
Gambrell. “The $3.5 billion of tax credit authority available in 
the fi scal year 2009 round is critically important to fi nance 
businesses and real estate developments, helping to 
stimulate economic growth and employment opportunities.”

Funding for Homeless 
Veterans Available

 The Department of Veterans Aff airs Homeless Providers 
Grant and Per Diem Program is off ering three types of 
funding, all with a March 25 deadline. State and local govern-
ments, tribes, and faith- and community-based organizations 
can apply for capital funds to expand or develop transitional 
housing projects. 

 Nonprofi ts with expertise can request Technical Assis-
tance grants to help community-based nonprofi t groups to 
apply for homeless vets funding from any source. Current 
Grant and Per Diem Special Need recipients are eligible for 
grants to cover some additional operational costs. Contact

 The rule states that all eligible participants that were 
qualifi ed before the fi nal rule was issued must submit 
their Social Security Number at the next scheduled 
recertifi cation or re-examination. Furthermore, if there 
are additions to the family, including newborn children, 
the new members of the family must submit a SSN by 
the time the family requests assistance, or at their next         
re-examination. 

 The Bush Administration had issued a revision to its 
initial proposed rule that allows families on the waiting 
list to apply for assistance to remain on the list, even if 
they cannot provide a SSN during that time. Before they 
can gain admittance into the program, however, all family 
members must be able to show proper SSN identifi cation. 
The exception to the rule is for applicants receiving assis-
tance under the Section 8 Moderate Rehabilitation Single 
Room Occupancy Program for homeless Individuals. Those 
participants are aff orded 90 days after admittance into the 
program to provide proper SSN documentation.

 HUD issued a fi nal rule on January 27 requiring that 
every member of a household in HUD-assisted housing be 
able to provide a valid Social Security Number (SSN), even 
those family members under the age of six. As reported 
by the National Low Income Housing Coalition in Memo to 
Members on January 30, the rule would make participation 
in HUD’s housing programs diffi  cult for poor and homeless 
families, who for a variety of reasons may not have access to 
required documents. The Bush Administration’s HUD issued 
the proposed rule on June 19, 2007.

 Advocates are cautiously optimistic that the new Obama 
administration will have the opportunity to delay this 
fi nal rule from taking eff ect, in compliance with a January 
20 directive from President Obama’s Chief of Staff  Rahm 
Emmanuel instructing department heads to review all rules 
that have not yet taken eff ect. Without intervention from 
the White House or Congress, the rule will go into eff ect on 
March 30.

 The fi nal rule would require public housing agencies, 
multifamily housing owners and management agents to 
use the Enterprise Income Verifi cation (EIV) system and the 
upfront income verifi cation (UIV) process to implement 
these requirements.

Entitled Meeting 
Multifamily Housing Finance Needs During and After the Credit 
Crisis: A Policy Brief, the brief also summarizes a policy discus-
sion convened by NMHC and JCHS in December 2008 that 
explored potential opportunities for the reform of multifam-
ily fi nance as part of a new vision for the nation’s housing 
fi nance system.
