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62% of San Diego Renters
Cannot Afford Cost of Rent

In order to afford the cost of rent and utilities on a
two-bedroom apartment in San Diego County, a household
must have annual earnings of $56,720, or $4,726 per month.
The annual National Low Income Housing Coalition’s Out
of Reach report notes that 62% of the renters in San Diego
County are unable to afford this.

Residents need to earn $27.27/hour to afford the
monthly Fair Market Rent (FMR) of $1,418 for a two-bedroom
apartment in San Diego County. The median household
income of San Diego renters is $45,038/yr. ($3,753/month).
The rent affordable to this household, assuming they spend
30% of their income, is $1126 per month.

To afford the FMR on a modest market-rate rental home,
NLIHC compares wages in the region with average market
rate rental costs. They note that to rent a studio apartment,
and cover their housing expenses, the wages needed in San
Diego are $19.69/hr. for a studio, $22.46 for a one-bedroom
rental, and $39.75/ hr. for a three-bedroom rental.

At the minimum wage, this translates to 2.5 minimum
wage jobs needed to pay the rent for a studio apartment,
2.8 for one-bedroom, 3.4 for two bedrooms, and five
minimum wage jobs to afford a three-bedroom home. As
a result multiple incomes are needed in a household to be

afford the FMR for a two-bedroom apartment in San Diego,
a minimum wage earner must work 136 hours per week, 52
weeks per year. Or, a household must include 3.4 minimum
wage earner(s) working 40 hours per week year-round in
order to make the two-bedroom FMR affordable.

In San Diego, the estimated mean (average) wage for a
renter is $16.34 an hour. In order to afford the FMR for a two-
bedroom apartment at this wage, a renter must work 67
hours per week, 52 weeks per year. Or, working 40 hours per
week year-round, a household must include 1.7 worker(s)
earning the mean renter wage in order to make the two-
bedroom FMR affordable.
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Those experiencing the greatest imbalance between
their income and the cost of their housing are households
comprised of people with disabilities who are living on
federal SSI payments (5907 per month for an individual). If
these households have no other source of income, the rent
that is affordable is $272/month rental while the FMR for a
one-bedroom is $1,056.

The National Low Income Housing Coalition’s (NLIHC)
annual Out of Reach report, released on April 14, contains
extensive data for every state, metropolitan area and county
in the country.

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RFP Issued for Service Center,
Supportive Housing Development

The San Diego Housing Commission (SDHC), in
conjunction with the City of San Diego and Centre City
Development Corporation (CCDC), is requesting proposals
from experienced organizations to offer a site, develop and
manage a “one-stop” service center, or develop permanent
supportive housing in the City of San Diego. SDHC may
select more than one firm for this contract.

The target population is extremely low income
households. Specifically, a person or family whose head
of household is homeless, or at-risk of homelessness, and
has multiple barriers to employment and housing stability,
which might include mental iliness, chemical dependency,
and/or other disabling or chronic health conditions. All
proposals addressing permanent supportive housing are
required to incorporate a plan for providing coordinated
resident services. Preference points will be given to a
proposal that uses a “Housing First” model.

There is no single model for supportive housing and it
may be developed on a number of sites within the City of
San Diego. Development may include integrated apartment
buildings with mixed units targeted toward people with
special needs, lower income families, scattered site units,
rent-subsidized units, or other proposed models. It is
hoped that as the need diminishes, some transitional and
emergency shelters may be restructured to accommodate
permanent supportive housing units. However, this scope
is not intended to preclude the creation of emergency
shelter, nor replace the current shelter system, but rather to
encourage innovative ideas for a new level of response to
the need for housing and services.

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CPI Report Compares SD,
LA Carbon Footprints

The carbon footprint of the average San Diegan -
- including residential energy use and transportation -- is
larger than that of the average resident of Los Angeles,
according to the Center on Policy Initiatives (CPI). A new
CPI policy brief also shows that the City of San Diego lags
behind LA in policies to reduce energy use.

San Diegans travel 23% more road miles per year than
our notoriously car-reliant neighbors in LA - 9,463 miles
per capita. Less than 6% of San Diego’s energy comes from
renewable sources, far below the state-mandated 20%
utility companies are required to reach by 2010.

In recent years, Los Angeles has become a world
leader in policy innovation to reduce energy use, using a
combination of standards, incentives and public investment,
said CPI Research and Policy Director Dr. Murtaza Baxamusa.
San Diego’s policies, on the other hand, rely exclusively on
voluntary incentives.

For example:

Los Angeles is replacing all streetlights with low-energy
lights and installing solar panels on city-owned properties,
as well as retrofitting all city-owned buildings to meet
green standards and applying the standards to new
buildings. San Diego applies the standards only to new and
remodeled city-owned buildings.

Los Angeles requires all large construction projects to
meet green building standards. San Diego offers private
developers an expedited process if they voluntarily meet the
standards.

« Los Angeles uses a combination of grants, loans and
subsidies to help residents and businesses install solar
power. San Diego has a financing program for homeowners
and loans for businesses to install solar.

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San Diego Consolidated Plan Misses Mark as Planning Tool

A draft of the City of San Diego’s Consolidated Plan was put
out for public review April 1. The final document is expected
to be discussed by the City Council May 5. At a meeting of the
Council’s Public Service - Neighborhood Services Committee,
Doris Payne-Camp representing SDHF noted that the draft
responded to the technical requirements of the U.S. Department
of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for a description of
how $26 million in federal funds from four programs would be
spent in the coming year.

She said that the draft, regardless of its name, was
not a planning document for how the City would address

documented needs for housing low and moderate income
residents over the next five years.

Payne-Camp called on San Diego to develop “a true City
of San Diego housing plan.” It would lay out policy goals,
priorities, numeric objectives with timelines, all housing and
revenue sources, a plan for revenue use and leveraging, and
accountability for achieving the plan’s goals.

City Council members told staff to do more public
outreach before the final document is presented to
the Council for action to ensure that it is responsive to
community priorities for the use of the funds.

AROUND THE STATE

Some State Funds Slated To Flow to Stalled Projects

After months of delay, it looks as if state funds will begin to
flow within the next few weeks to affordable housing projects,
hopefully including some in San Diego County. The funds
will come from recent State of California bond sales that had
been suspended during the budget impasse and in the weeks
immediately following. The California Department of Housing
and Community Development (HCD) had been forbidden by
the State’s Pooled Money Investment Board (PMIB) to make
disbursements of any committed funds or to make any new
allocations of Prop 1C funds.

The PMIB is responsible for the state’s cash flow and
determines when general obligation bonds approved by
the voters can be sold. The State Department of Finance is
now providing a limited amount of funds to HCD to make
dispursements for housing projects that have been completed
while the freeze was in effect.

While details still aren’t certain about which funds will receive
funds first, it is anticipated that projects needing to convert to
permanent financing the soonest will be the first deals to receive
their funds. Several of these projects are already completed and
occupied. Depending on the amount of money finally made
available to HCD from the state’s taxable bond sale in April, it

is expected that affordable housing commitments through

the next two to three months will be honored. This falls far

short of what advocates anticipated for housing from recent

very successful state bond sales. As a result, efforts continue to
encourage the sale of additional taxable bonds in order to fund
housing commitments. (Bond sales are typically not done during
the spring period when the state budget is being revised and,
therefore, are unlikely to resume until mid-summer at the earliest.)

Advocates are encouraging the PMIB to allow HCD to
make Prop 1C Infill Infrastructure, TOD and Multifamily Housing
Program allocations. They say that MHP awards should be made
in May with the other awards made as scheduled at the June
meeting of the Loan and Grant Committee. So far, the PMIB has
remained unwilling to allow HCD to make any further awards that
would incur additional obligations of the State’s cash.

Assuming the PMIB funds the outstanding commitments,
affordable housing advocacy efforts will turn to financial
institutions. Many banks have been refusing to provide
construction loans to affordable deals because of the uncertainty
about whether the state would meet its commitments in a timely
way so that these could be repaid.

TCAC Amends Proposed Regs To Accommodate Federal Stimulus

Proposed changes to the state’s Qualified Allocation Plan
were approved this week to incorporate new regulations
for the application and use of Low Income Housing Tax
Credits in the state. Among the changes were provisions to
incorporate new financing to fill financing gaps on projects
previously awarded credits that have either been unable to
find an investor or that have a funding gap given the current
economic situation. Many of the changes are in response to
the federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act.

The final regulations reflect many of the concerns
presented to the California Tax Credit Allocation Committee
(TCAC) about the draft documents by developers,
syndicators, and others familiar with the state’s tax credit
allocation process. TCAC had previously announced that
there will be one application round this year for 9% credits.
Applications will be due no later than June 9 with awards
anticipated September 9.
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SSI Recipients Have Difficulty Matching Rent with Income

Across the United States in 2008, people with disabilities
with the lowest incomes faced an extreme housing afford-
ability crisis as rents for moderately priced studio and one-
bedroom apartments soared above their entire monthly
income, according to a new report. The national average rent
for a one-bedroom unit climbed to $749 per month in 2008
- higher than $667, the average monthly income of over 4
million people with disabilities. Priced Out in 2008 is a study of
the severe housing affordability problems of people with dis-
abilities who must survive on incomes far below the federal
poverty line.

The study compares the federal Supplemental Security
Income (SSI) payments of people with serious and long-term
disabilities to U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Devel-
opment (HUD) Fair Market Rents for modestly priced rental
units. Priced Out is published every two years by the Technical
Assistance Collaborative (TAC) and the Consortium for
Citizens with Disabilities (CCD) Housing Task Force to shine a
spotlight on our nation’s most compelling — and least under-
stood - housing affordability crisis.

In 2008, 219 housing market areas across 41 states had
modest one-bedroom rents that exceeded 100 percent of
monthly SSI payments, including 25 communities with rents
over 150 percent. Between 2006-2008, the number of market
areas with modest rents higher than SSI rose from 164 to 219
- a 34 percent increase.

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New Markets Tax Credits
Used for Apartment Rehab

The NMTC Program, established by Congress in December
2000, permits individual and corporate taxpayers to receive a
credit against federal income taxes for making qualified equity
investments in Community Development Entities (CDEs). The
credit provided to the investor totals 39% of the cost of the in-
vestment and is claimed over a seven-year period. Substantially
all of the taxpayer’s investment must in turn be used by the CDE
to make qualified investments in low-income communities.

The NMTC Program is administered by Treasury’s CDFI
Fund. In the six rounds to date, the CDFI Fund has made 364
allocation awards totaling $19.5 billion in tax credit authority,
including $1 billion that was specifically set aside for recovery
and redevelopment in the wake of Hurricane Katrina.

Through the CDFI Fund’s New Markets Tax Credit (NMTC)
Program, over $9 million in critically needed capital was
raised to redevelop the 85-year-old Ontario Court Apartments
building in Washington, DC. This investment has provided
the community with 27 affordable homes and a new early
childhood development center in the Adams Morgan neigh-
borhood, which is considered the heart of Washington’s Latino
community.

The NMTC Program enabled Enterprise Community Invest-
ment, Inc. of Columbia Maryland, which has received a total of
$515 million in NMTC awards from the CDFI Fund, to partner
with PNC Bank, PNC New Markets Investment Partners and the
District of Columbia’s Department of Housing and Community
Development to structure the financing deal that made
possible the redevelopment of the Ontario Court building.

LA City’s Mercedes Marquez
Named Asst. Secretary at HUD

President Barack Obama announced that he plans to
nominate Mercedes Marquez for the position of Assistant
Secretary for Community Planning and Development (CPD)
at HUD. Since 2004, Ms. Marquez has worked as the General
Manager for the City of Los Angeles Housing Department.
She has also served as Senior Counsel to HUD Secretary
Andrew Cuomo and as Deputy General Counsel for Civil
Rights and Fair Housing at HUD.

The Office of CPD administers a number of programs for
homeless and low-income populations, including McKinney-
Vento homeless assistance, Community Development Block
Grants (CDBG), Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS
(HOPWA), and the new Homelessness Prevention and Rapid
Re-Housing Program (HPRP).
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Americorps, Volunteer Service
Encouraged in New Legislation

President Barack Obama has signed a broad, multibillion-
dollar national service bill designed to boost volunteerism
among Americans of all ages, the Boston Globe reports.

The Edward M. Kennedy Serve America Act allocates
$5.7 billion over five years to encourage volunteerism in the
United States by, among other things, tripling the size of the
AmeriCorps program from its current level of 75,000 volun-
teers to roughly 250,000 volunteers. Americorps volunteers
— who receive living allowances of about $12,000 for ten to
twelve months of service — typically staff programs targeting
the poor, veterans, the environment, health care, housing and
education. The act also provides $500 summer scholarships
to middle and high school students and $1,000 educational
stipends to older volunteers.

Although the legislation signed by the President creates a
legal framework for the program, Congress still must appropri-
ate the money to fund it. Some conservatives have opposed
the bill on the grounds that it “[subsidizes] volunteerism rather
than mandating it Nevertheless, the legislation has substan-
tial bipartisan support, and White House Domestic Policy
Council director Melody Barnes said she was optimistic the
administration would secure the $1.1 billion President Obama
requested to fund the first year of the program.

Grants Available for
Reducing Energy Use

The Department of Energy, Energy Efficiency and Con-
servation Block Grant (EECBG) Guidelines were released last
month. California was allocated $351.5 million for local
governments to use for projects and programs to reduce
total energy use. About $302 million goes directly to large
cities and counties. Large cities (over 35,000 population) now
have until June 25, 2009 to turn in their federal application to
receive their formula funding through the EECBG program.

For California’s smaller cities, the California Energy Com-
mission (CEC) was allocated $49.6 million to support energy
efficiency and conservation programs for small rural counties
and cities as well as statewide efforts. The CEC must make 60
percent ($29.7 million) of these funds available to small cities
and counties through a competitive bid process which isn't
yet determined. The remaining 40 percent can be expended
at the CEC's discretion.

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Texas Ruling a Temporary
Setback for Fair Housing

An April 2 Texas court ruling was described as a temporary
setback for fair housing by the National Association of Home-
builders (NAHB). However, NAHB and the NAACP and have
vowed to continue to push for state and local housing policies
that enhance housing opportunity for all families.

The NAACP, the Austin Branch of the NAACP, the Home
Builders Association of Greater Austin and NAHB had brought
a lawsuit against the City of Kyle, Texas, claiming that the
municipality’s new development and building requirements
pushed up the cost of housing, with a disproportionate
impact on low-income minority families.

Deciding the case, Judge Lee Yeakel last month ruled
that“a dollar impact on home construction costs alone” does
not establish a case of discrimination under the federal Fair
Housing Act. The case was heard in the U.S. District Court for
the Western District of Texas in Austin.

Zoning and subdivision ordinances adopted by the
City of Kyle in 2005 created many costly requirements and
increased the minimum living area of a home by 20% and
its lot size by almost 14%. These rules are significantly more
restrictive than previous requirements and have the effect of
pushing up the cost of housing.

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Alleys Latest Green Target

Across Los Angeles, the city’s alleyways account for
more than 900 linear miles of pavement. If you put them all
together, the city’s alleys would make up about three square
miles — about half the size of L.A’s Griffith Park, twice the size
of New York's Central Park, or the equivalent of about 400
Wal-Marts (not including parking).

“In many, many parts of the city, absolutely nothing
happens in these places. Very, very low traffic, very little
pedestrian activity. They're basically just sitting there," said
Jennifer Wolch, a professor of geography at the University of
Southern California and director of the university’s Center for
Sustainable Cities.

The Center has published a series of reports on the use
and perception of the city’s alleyways and finds that activity
occurs in alleys only about 20% of the time — and much of
that activity involves either driving or walking through. The
highest concentration of alleys is in dense single-family resi-
dential neighborhoods, according to a report produced by
the Center.

Wolch and the Center are leading the push, rallying for
the creation of a Green Alleys Subcommittee of L.A's Green
Streets Committee and working with planners and other city
officials to get green alleys on the city’s official agenda. In
December, the city council agreed, and created a citywide
Green Alleys Program.

Los Angeles is not alone. In 2006, the city of Chicago
announced a pilot plan to begin converting the city’s
alleyways into green, permeable areas that would absorb
storm water and improve local water quality. Now, alley
conversion funding is included as line item in the city budget,
and more than 80 green alleys have been installed.

Another program in Seattle also targets storm water by
addressing road and alley design. By reducing impervious
surfaces, installing bioswales and increasing the amount
of landscaping along roadways, the city has reduced storm
water flooding and facilitated groundwater recharge.

Is LIHTC Meeting Goals
To End Discrimination?

Four decades after the 1968 Fair Housing Act, housing
segregation in American metropolitan areas remains a
serious and continuing problem, according to a new report.
It maintains that in addition to problems of lingering dis-
crimination and racial steering in the housing market, the
lack of significant quality affordable housing opportunities
outside high-poverty areas reinforces racial and economic
segregation.

Building Opportunity: Civil Rights Best Practices in
the Low Income Housing Tax Credit Program: An Updated
Fifty-State Review of LIHTC Qualified Allocation Plans was
published in December by the Poverty & Race Research
Council and the Lawyers’ Committee for Civil Rights
Under Law.

PRRAC and the National Fair Housing Alliance commis-
sioned a 50- state study to assess the degree to which states
were using the LIHTC to open opportunities for families
outside of racially segregated and high poverty neighbor-
hoods.

The results of this research were hopeful — although
many developments are still being sited in predominantly
poor or minority areas, a growing number of states have
located a substantial portion of LIHTC units with two or
more bedrooms in low poverty, high opportunity areas.
However, the report authors acknowledge that what is not
yet known- and what is crucial in understanding the civil
rights record of this program -- is precisely who is being
invited to live in these developments.
